In coordination with the
Elders, Stewardship Board, and School Board, panel members may be asked to solicit opinions from
congregational members. This panel will not make any decisions. They will make recommendations to
the Voters. If more than 9 people volunteer, panel members will be chosen by the Voters’ Assembly.
